The Board of County Commissioners of Adams County, ldaho, does hereby meet this
Monday, February 14, 2011. There being present Commissioner Mike Paradis,
Commissioner Joe Holmes and Clerk Sherry Ward. Chairman Bill Brown was not
present. Whereupon the following proceedings are had, to-wit:

Present Les Davis.

Commissioner Mike Paradis opened the Adams County Commissioner meeting at 9:21
am.

AMENDMENTS TO AGENDA: Mileage to Workplace; Letter to President\Western
Idaho Community Action Partnership; RAC Lost Valley Boat Docks; Commissioner Joe
Holmes made a motion to amend the agenda. The motion was seconded by
Commissioner Mike Paradis and passed unanimously.

NEW MEADOWS TRANSFER SITE: No discussion at this time.

ADAMS COUNTY POWER PLANT: Commissioner Mike Paradis wanted to meet at
noon with Pete Johnston and later time with Prosecutor Myron Gabbert.

RON HAMILTON-PERSONAL SERVICES CONTRACT:. Commissioner Mike Paradis
has been drawing up a new contract for the Board to review.

RESOLUTION FOR DECLARATION OF DISASTER-WOLF: No discussion at this
time.

MINUTES: Commissioner Joe Holmes made a motion to approve the minutes for
January 24™ and January 31%. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Mike
Paradis and passed unanimously.

CLAIMS: The claims are being reviewed by Commissioner Joe Holmes.

CANCELLATION OF TAXES: Commissioner Joe Holmes made a motion to approve
the cancelliation of taxes for the following:

JUNIOR COLLEGE: Certificates of Residency for Colleen Henderson and Victoria Neill
were reviewed. After review Commissioner Joe Holmes made a motion to approve the
Certificates of Residency. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Mike Paradis
and passed unanimously.

Cody Cahill joined the meeting at 9:45 am.

KINGS PINES ESTATES HOMEOWNERS’ ASSOCIATION: A letter was received
from the Kings Pines Estates Homeowners Association regarding the review of the CUP
for Seibert's rock pit in the Rock Flat area. Commissioner Mike Paradis stated the
issues addressed in the letter are for the Planning & Zoning Commission.

RAC PROPOSALS: After review of the Councii Mountain Allotment and Sage
Resources letters of support Commissioner Joe Holmes made a motion to support both

projects. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Mike Paradis and passed
unanimously.

AMENDMENT TO AGENDA: The Board wishes to amend the agenda to add Pete
Johnston in at noon and a discussion with Prosecutor Myron Gabbert at 2:00 pm. The
meeting cannot wait to be posted for the next meeting. Commissioner Joe Holmes
made a motion to amend the agenda as stated. The motion was seconded by
Commissioner Mike Paradis and passed unanimously.

WESTERN IDAHO COMMUNITY ACTION PARTNERSHIP: Commissioner Mike
Paradis stated the Director, Rob Christian called the Board members to ask for letters to
be sent to President Obama asking not to have WICAP Programs cut. Commissioner
Joe Holmes made a motion to approve and sign the letter. The motion was seconded
by Commissioner Mike Paradis and passed unanimously.

ROAD & BRIDGE: Present are Chris Friend and Road & Bridge Supervisor Tom
Glenn.

Middle Fork Flood Reimbursable Agreement: The Clerk told the Board that the
Prosecutor Myron Gabbert has reviewed the agreement. The agreement is a
reimbursable which means all invoices must be paid by the County then presented for
reimbursement. The total amount of the agreement is $2,328,087.00. The County has
spent approximately $72,000.00 on the project. Commissioner Joe Holmes made a
motion to approve and sign the agreement. The motion was seconded by
Commissioner Mike Paradis and passed unanimously.

Wildhorse Bridge: Chris Friend stated the Federal Highway Administration is not
going to pay for the north abutment work but will pay for the south abutment and crane
service. Tom Glenn stated after they lift the bridge off they could relocate the bridge to
a different area and use it as a temporary. The Board will have more discussion at a
later date.

Indian Creek Bridge: Commissioner Mike Paradis will contact Rick Wilkison, Idaho
Power, to get an update on the bridge issue.

SHERIFF MATTERS: The Clerk received an email from Jan Cheverton that Rich
Green, Sheriff, and Richard Borger, UnderSheriff, are out sick today. Sheriff matters
will be discussed at the next scheduled meeting. The Quarterly jail inspection will be
postponed until a later date also.

MAGISTRATE COMMISSION APPOINTMENT: Commissioner Joe Holmes made a
motion to keep Bill Brown on the District Magistrate Commission. The motion was
seconded by Commissioner Mike Paradis and passed unanimously.

GROOMING EXPENSE: Commissioner Mike Paradis directed the Clerk to send a
check to Valley County for $5,000.00 for grooming Adams’ County snowmobile trails.

QUARTERLY REPORTS: The Quarterly reports for the Court/Sheriff/Treasurer's cash
and sales tax were presented. After review of the quarterly reports, Commissioner Joe
Holmes made a motion to approve the reports. The motion was seconded by
Commissioner Mike Paradis and passed unanimously.

Clerk Sherry Ward left the meeting at 11:00 am.
Deputy Clerk Peggy Pinkal joined the meeting.

RAC PROPOSAL-MELANIE VINNING: The project is for a culvert replacement and
road improvement on Mill Creek. The cost of the project is $60,000.00. Cooperation
with the East Fork Ditch Company will be used in the construction phase.
Commissioner Joe Holmes made a motion to support the project. The motion was
seconded by Commissioner Mike Paradis and passed unanimously.

RAC PROPOSAL-HOLLIE PEDRO: Hollie came before the Board once again for the
Stream Ecology Education project. Commissioner Joe Holmes made a motion to
support the project. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Mike Paradis and
passed unanimously.

EXTENSION AGENT: County Agent Shanna Smith met with the Board. Bids were
presented for a lighting system update in the office. After review the bids for the lighting
issues, Commissioner Joe Holmes made a motion to approve the bid from Addington
Electric for $2,695.60 and the cost will come out of building and fixtures. The motion
was seconded by Commissioner Mike Paradis and passed unanimously.
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February 14, 2011 - Continued:

CLERK’S OFFICE HIRING: The Board discussed the retirement of the Deputy Clerk
Peggy Pinkal and the need to hire and train a new person for her position.

MILEAGE TO WORKPLACE: The Board discussed reimbursement for work mileage.
The Internal Revenue Service states mileage is taxable income and needs to be
reflected in a person’s wages. The Board asked to table discussion until all
Commissioners are present.

GAYLORD ROAD: Present are John and Carlie Edmunson and Matt Edmunson.
Commissioner Mike Paradis started the discussion with a history of the road and that it
has been a public road for some time. The road needs to be used by the Forest Service
with regard to a stewardship sale that is going to be sold soon. John Edmunson stated
the location of the old county road is different than the road that goes through his
property. Commissioner Mike Paradis will discuss the location of the road with the
Forest Service.

ADAMS COUNTY POWER PLANT: Prosecutor Myron Gabbert came before the Board
to discuss the proposed power plant. Commissioner Mike Paradis asked Myron to
prepare paper work for the County to purchase 22.8 acres of property located near the
existing fandfill. The land will be better suited for the plant site. Commissioner Mike
Paradis has contacted the landowner, and he is willing to sell the property to the County
for $35,000.00. Myron stated he will check to see if an appraisal will need to be
completed prior to purchasing the property.

ATTORNEY HIRED BY THE COUNTY: Cody Cahill with the Adams County Record
expressed concerns over the hiring of the attorney to represent the County on the PUC
hearing as it is not being transparent to the taxpayers of Adams County. He feels the
process must be done in open session.

RAC PROPOSAL FOR LOST VALLEY BOAT DOCKS: A support letter was prepared
for a RAC proposal for new boat docks at Lost Valley Reservoir., Commissioner Joe
Holmes made a motion to approve and sign the support letter. The motion was
seconded by Commissioner Mike Paradis and passed unanimously.

CLAIMS: After review of the claims, $241,336.12, Commissioner Joe Holmes made a
motion to approve the claims. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Mike
Paradis and passed unanimously.

PROPERTY AT GOODRICH: Myron Gabbert stated the land will need to be appraised
prior to the purchase of the land. After discussion, Commissioner Joe Holmes made a
motion to have Roger Ritter do the appraisal of the land. The motion was seconded by
Commissioner Mike Paradis and passed unanimously.

RAC LETTERS OF SUPPORT: Deputy Clerk Peggy Pinkal will fax all letters of support

for the RAC projects to Kim Pierson with hard copies to be mailed.

AMENDMENTS TO AGENDA: Letter of Support-Treasurer Valley Transit; idaho
Power-Signature for Retrofit at Extension Building; County roof-ice snow damage;
Request for Fireworks Stand; Monroe Street-maintenance Sig Sanders; Elk Crossing
Subdivision; Commissioner Joe Holmes made a motion to amend the agenda. The
motion was seconded by Commissioner Mike Paradis and passed unanimously.

NEW MEADOWS TRANSFER SITE: Commissioner Bill Brown stated he had not
prepared notes for the file.

ADAMS COUNTY POWER PLANT: Commissioner Bill Brown will be attending a
meeting on Tuesday, March 1, 2011 no other Commissioners will be attending.

RON HAMILTON-PERSONAL SERVICE CONTRACT: No discussion held matter
tabled.

FRINGE BENEFIT-MILEAGE FOR COMMISSIONERS: Commissioner Bill Brown is
the only Commissioner that gets reimbursed mileage for traveling to regular
commissioner meetings. According to IRS, Fringe Benefit Publication the mileage is
faxable to the Commissioner. Commissicner Bill Brown directed the Clerk to take the
necessary steps to begin the taxes.

MINUTES: After review of the February 14, 2011 minutes, a correction was made to
the minutes. Commissioner Mike Paradis made a motion to approve the minutes. The
motion was seconded by Commissioner Joe Holmes and passed unanimously.

COUNTY APPRAISAL: The Clerk presented the outcomes of the outside appraisals
on County buildings.

TREASURE VALLEY TRANSIT: Commissioner Bill Brown stated the Treasure Valley
Transit is used in Adams County. Commissioner Mike Paradis did not want to commit
to any financial amount but supports the concept.

IDAHO POWER-EXTENSION BUILDING: The Idaho Power application for the
extension agent's lighting updates needs approval and signatures. After review
Commissioner Joe Holmes made a motion to approve and sign the application. The
motion was seconded by Commissioner Mike Paradis and passed unanimously.

FIREWORKS STAND: Commissioner Bill Brown asked for the fireworks discussion to
be placed on the agenda. The owners of the Pinehurst restaurant would like to put a
fireworks stand on their property this summer. The Board discussed the request, and
all believe there are no restrictions that needed to be abided by.

ROAD & BRIDGE: Present Road & Bridge Supervisor Tom Glenn.

Flood damage matters: Tom asked for permission to order the materials for the
Goodrich Bridge since all the permits are compieted. The Board did not see a problem
with the ordering of the materials.

Monroe Street-Sig Sanders: Sig Sanders from Fruitvale joined the meeting. Sig
asked Tom Glenn and the Board why his street has not been plowed lately. Tom stated
the street should be plowed and will look into the matter.

ELK CROSSING SUBDIVISION: Present Building Inspector Don Horton. Don Horion
stated he had a conversation with US Bank regarding the Hastie foreclosure. The bank
would like to know how much it will cost for the emergency access road to be
completed. Don stated the road is currently roughed in and will take some rock and
equipment to complete. The road is 2,340 feet long. Commissioner Joe Holmes
calculated a cost of $24,000.00; $12,000.00 for materials and $12,000.00 for the
application.

SEAL COATING PROJECT: Road & Bridge Supervisor Tom Glenn asked the Board if
they would be doing any seal coating projects this year. The Board stated not this year.

COURTHOUSE ROOF/SIDEWALKS: Tom Glenn asked the Board if we could erect a
cover over the west end of the Courthouse. Tom informed the Board several people
have fallen in the last couple months. The Board directed Tom to look at the cost of
building a cover.

INDIAN VALLEY ROAD CREW: Commissioner Joe Holmes asked if there was a need
to hire an additional person for the Indian Valley area. There will be more discussion in
the future.

SHERIFF MATTERS: Present Sheriff Rich Green and UnderSheriff Richard Borger.
Payroll change for Casual Merritt: After review Commissioner Mike Paradis made a
motion to approve the pay change for Casual Merritt from 3A/$11.04 to 3C/$11.71 per
hour. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Joe Holmes and passed
unanimously.

Loss Control Program: The Clerk reminded the Sheriff that he and his employees will
need to go through the program and it will need to be done by March 21, 2011. The
Clerk stated she sent an email reminder out on Friday, February 25, 2011.

ADAMS COUNTY POWER PLANT MATTERS: Commissioner Bill Brown explained
that he and Pete Johnston have been working on the application for a $250,000.00
grant from the US Forest Lab Products to cover the engineering work for the Adams
County Power Plant. The deadline for the grant is March 3, 2011 and would like
approval from the Board to sign the application on Tuesday, March 1, 2011 at Shawn
Charters office in Emmett, Idaho. Commissioner Mike Paradis made a motion to
approve Commissioner Bill Brown to sign the application. The motion was seconded by
Commissioner Joe Holmes and passed unanimously.
