Meeting was called to order by Tim Toomey at 5:25 PM in the Council EMS building.

The April minutes were read into the record.  Motion made by Sue Warner and seconded by Vianne Visser to approve the April minutes.

District Financial Review
An audit is scheduled for October 28th.  All affected parties have been notified and all paperwork is ready and available.

In the 2015-16 budget, monies have been set aside for a vehicle.  Additionally, a budget line item has been added that will remunerate EMS that sign up in advance to work a 5 AM to 5 PM weekend day shift.  Monies for this new line item have been taken from an underutilized area in the budget keeping the bottom line unchanged.

Motion made by Vianne Visser and seconded by Sue Warner to approve the District Financial Review.

Old Business
EMS Certification – The remaining three candidates have all passed and are certified.  To date, all have been working in pairs but will begin soloing soon.  It was noted that only the EMS that have signed up for the shift would be paid and that additional EMS showing up at the scene would be considered unpaid volunteers.

Plug-In Block Heater Installation – It has been decided that in lieu of purchasing and installing this equipment, the FD will pay $200 for each month during the winter that the electric bill is significantly increased.

Medical Director – the District has hired Dr. Julia Mills from Weiser Hospital as its Medical Director.  To date, she has held several training classes.  Additionally, it is hoped that she become the Medical Director for Cambridge and Midvale as well since we all work so closely together.  

New Meadows Ambulance District – As of this writing, there hasn’t been any indication that a final organization chart has been agreed to.

New Business
Nitro Certification – Application is to be resubmitted for approval after the purchase of some required equipment such as a pressure bag.
