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Christy Ward called the regular meeting of the Adams County Planning Commission to order at 7:00 p.m. on September 15, 2014 in the courtroom of the Adams County Courthouse.

Chairman Ward recessed the regular meeting and opened the public hearing on an amendment to an existing conditional use permit that was issued to Richard Cheverton. Mr. Cheverton explained that he is requesting permission to add selling used cars, trucks, and ATV’s to his existing permit which is for a welding shop. Mr. Cheverton told commission members that he has met with the Idaho Department of Transportation and has obtained all the necessary permits, licenses, insurance, and bonds to be eligible to sell cars in Idaho. Mr. Cheverton stated he would have no more than 8 to 10 cars at a time on the lot. Mr. Cheverton said his customers would request a certain model and then he would do the research and find the car and have it shipped in. The buyer would then decide if he wanted to go ahead with the purchase or not. 
There was no one there to speak in favor of the application. Debi Sherry spoke next stating her concern that the original conditional use permit which was supposed to only allow for Mr. Cheverton’s welding business had been violated. Mrs. Sherry said there were many vehicles of all types sitting around the property as well as boats, cars, and trucks being put up for sale. Mrs. Sherry stated she had purchased her property for the rural setting and that a car lot belonged somewhere else. She expressed her concern that the property would appear more cluttered than it already did, bringing down the value of the surrounding properties. She also stated that she as well as other neighbors are concerned about increased traffic on Mill Creek road due to test drives and people stopping to look at cars. Chairman Ward asked Secretary Penny Fisk to read the written comments into the record. These were from Don Sherry, Debi Sherry, Jeff Sheets, and Tim and Carol Frahm. The letters all expressed concerns about approving the applications citing increased traffic and the unsuitability of the area for this business.
Commission members asked Mr. Cheverton questions about complaints that he was selling used vehicles at his location, controlling weeds, paving the area, signage, and lighting. Mr. Cheverton explained that any vehicles he had sold were his own private ones and had nothing to do with his conditional use permit.

He said that he was working on cleaning up the property and that the county was going to be spraying for noxious weeds. He also said he would not be doing any paving or adding outside lighting. There would only be one sign on the end of an existing building. Commission members asked Mr. Cheverton why he had not come before the commission before completing the state requirements to see if such a business was allowed in this land zone. Mr. Cheverton said he was under the impression that this was a formality and was unaware that there could be any zoning issues.  
Chairman Ward asked if there was anyone else wishing to make comment. Since there was not, she closed the public hearing and reconvened the regular meeting. Chairman Ward announced it was time to consider the application. Commission members held a short discussion on the application especially their concerns that the proposed business did not fit into the zoning for the area. Micki Eby moved that the Adams County Planning Commission recommend not approving Cheverton’s application to sell used vehicles based on the Adams County Zoning ordinances for ATG and to encourage the Cheverton’s to find a location for that type of business and that we do not feel this is a home based business. Jerry Lee seconded the motion, which passed with all five members present voting in favor of the motion. 
The minutes from the August 18, 2014 meeting were reviewed and Steve Ryals moved that the minutes be approved as submitted. Micki Eby seconded the motion, which passed with everyone present voting in favor of the motion.
Steve Ryals moved that the meeting be adjourned, Micki Eby seconded the motion, which passed with everyone present voting in favor of the motion. The meeting was adjourned at 8:02 pm. The next meeting will be held on October 20, 2014 in the courtroom of the Adams County Courthouse.
